What do SRP Volunteers do? 

• The main function of a SRP volunteer is to LISTEN to children discuss what they have been 
reading 

• Log information for statistic purposes 
• Assist with programs & craft projects as directed by library staff 
• Award incentives to SRP participants 

Volunteers may be given additional assignments as assigned 
 
How do you apply to be a SRP Volunteer? 

• Summer Reading Program Volunteers must be ages 14-18 
• A completed application must be signed and turned in by Wednesday, June 11 (until 5PM)
